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1.0 Background 
 

This document serves as a sample competitive patent landscape analysis report. It proposes to provide the 

reader with information that is general to a patent landscape analysis. This summary incorporates analysis 

techniques well known in this kind of study. Landscape analysis techniques proprietary to MaxVal are, 

however not included in this summary. 

 

1.1 Scope of the Assignment 

 

The project involved a detailed time line analysis of activities in IP and product development segments at 

various companies in the wake of the global swine flu pandemic. This report attempts to: 

·  Identify relevant patent documents in swine flu treatment space, and to conduct a competitive 

patent landscape analysis. 

·  Identify companies and products (vaccines and other medicines) available in the market and 

under development and are related to prevention and treatment of swine flu in humans. 

·  Identify emerging companies with recent IP filing activities for novel treatments against swine 

flu. 

 

1.2 Process adopted 

 

This project involved identification of relevant patent documents in swine flu treatment space resulting in 

about 780 patents/applications. The appropriate databases were investigated for any changes in 

assignment to obtain an updated set of assignees. These patents/applications were further analyzed to 

identify patents/ applications with broad claims for treatment and their projected expiry dates, 

commercially active patents, IPC codes and, filing trends of top assignees for the period 1999-2009. 

Subsequently, extensive Web search was conducted to identify various drugs and vaccines (approved, 

non-approved, under clinical trials, pre-clinical stage, APIs, generics) available for swine flu treatment. 
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PATENT ANALYTICS 

A total of 780 patents/applications were analyzed and interpreted in terms of the overall innovation 

directions, IPC code analyses, leading innovators, new entrants and their patenting areas of swine 

influenza treatment. The following are the highlights of the analysis:

·  Collaborations, mergers and acquisitions, business activities of top assignees 

·  Overview of venture capital funded/ federal funded companies involved in swine flu 

treatment 

·  Chronological overview of research/ business activities at various companies involved in 

swine flu treatment in recent times (Jan-Oct 2009) 

 

4. New Entrants in the IP space 

·  New entrants, having patents/applications only in the last 2 years (2007 onwards) and none 

before  

·  Recently filed applications (2007 onwards) with broad claims for swine flu treatment
